HOW TO MEASURE FOR REPLACEMENT SLAT
Measuring for new/replacement Slats for a R*O*M Roll-up Door can be done while the door is in the
raised position, at the top part of the compartment while rolled up.
Measure the length of the metal slat only (metal to metal).
DO NOT measure the gray plastic shoes on each end.
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HOW TO MEASURE FOR A NEW or REPLACEMENT BOTTOM RAIL

Measuring for a new or replacement Bottom Rail for a R*O+*M Roll-up Door can be achieved on the
front of the door under the lift bar.

Measure the length of the metal part of the Bottom Rail only (metal to metal), between the black
plastic blocks. DO NOT include the black plastic blocks in the measurement.
